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Attend a Candidate Fundraiser for a Member of Congress 

Participating in a fundraiser is a great way to provide support to those in Congress who support home care. Fundraisers back home in the district/state are usually low dollar events and attended by local folks, giving the fundraiser an intimacy and friendliness not always found at Washington fundraisers.

· You may begin by contacting the local office of your senators and representative and asking for the name and contact information of the member’s campaign (campaign and office functions are kept strictly separate). 

· Contact the campaigns and ask them to send you a schedule of upcoming fundraisers in the state/district. 

· If there are none scheduled, you might consider sponsoring one yourself, or joining with others to do so. 

· Contributions must be personal money, not corporate funds. 

· Before attending the fundraiser, review Background/Talking Points; Impact Data (3 Charts); New Report: Home Health Care Saves Billions for Medicare. 

· Thank the member for all he or she has done to support home health care and urge the member to contact Congressional leaders to oppose home health cuts. Reinforce with the member the important role that home health care can play in health care reform.
